Stop: 

 What could go wrong? 

 How bad could it be? 

 Has anything changed? 

Think: 

 Do I clearly understand the task? 

 Am I physically and mentally ready? 

 Do I have the right tools and equipment? 

Act: 

 Make it safe. 

 Use the right tools and procedures. 

 Reduce the risks.
